In contrast,
at the state level they have had ample opportunities over the course of more than two centuries to
shape their state legislatures. The data examined here look at how people have voted on more than
1,500 state ballot propositions targeting a wide array of legislative organizational and parliamentary
features. By linking the votes on these measures with the public debates preceding them, this study
documents not only how American viewed various aspects of their legislatures, but also whether
their opinions held constant or shifted over time. The findings reported paint a more nuanced
picture of Americans’ attitudes toward legislatures than the prevailing one derived from survey
research.
